Regulations 

Ⅰ. Dates and Place

The 2nd Huangshan “Wu Zhuangyuan” Wushu Tournament will be held Huangshan City, Anhui Province China, from August 10 to 15, 2009.

Ⅵ. Competition Method
ⅰ. Every team may enter one team leader, one coach, and one team doctor. The number of athletes is not limited.
ⅱ. The competition is an individual competition. 
1. Each athlete may enter two events, one Quanshu and one Apparatus.
2. Each team may enter one dual event. The number of athletes is limited to three and the gender can be mixed.
3. Same category of quanshu and apparatus will be arranged into the same group. If the number of athletes who take part in each group is less than 5, these athletes shall be grouped into other groups of quanshu and apparatus.

ⅲ. Age Groups of Individual Events:
Group A：Below 16-year-old（including 16-year-old）；
Group B：17—39 years old；
Group C：40—59 years old；
Group D：Above 60-year-old（including 60-year-old）。
One would be arranged to the next group if the number of athletes in the group is less than 5.
ⅳ. Duration of Competition
1. Traditional Quanshu, Apparatus and Dual Events: 40 seconds to 2 minutes 
2. Taijiquan: 4 - 6 minutes; Taiji Apparatus: 3 - 4 minutes
(The head judge will blow a whistle to remind the athletes when Taijiquan is running for 5 minutes and Taiji apparatus for 3 minutes).

ⅴ. The compulsory and traditional routines are implemented according to The Rules of Traditional Wushu Competition (Trial) endorsed by the Chinese Wushu Association in 2006.

Ⅶ. Places and Awards

Single events will be awarded first (20%), second and third prizes (30%), for men and women and each age group. Others will be conferred commemoration certificates. The rates will be based on the actual number of participants.
Ⅷ. Entry and Registration
ⅰ. Entry Time: Each group or team is requested to send the following to the Chinese Wushu Association and Organizing Committee before July 15: 

a. Two copies of entry forms (printed in A4 paper size);

b. Current photo (passport size) with competitors’ names on the back;

c. A copy of each competitor’s passport;

Ⅺ. Other Matters：
ⅰ. Each participating athlete shall go through life insurance procedure by himself.
ⅱ. After registration athletes shall go through physical check made by the Medical Committee and shall be disqualified from the competition if they are found with medical deficiency.

ⅲ. Athletes should check in within 30 minutes before competition and shall be regarded as abstaining from the competition for three times absence on roll-calls.

ⅳ. If the athletes abstain from the competition without reason, all the scores he has achieved will be canceled.

ⅴ. Competitors should wear traditional Wushu costumes and Wushu shoes (costumes and apparatus self-provided).
ⅵ. In order to keep the order of competition arrangement, written application should be submitted to the Competition Department by competitors whose events needed to be changed under special circumstances before 12:00 August 11 (RMB 100.00 is charged for each change after approval).

ⅶ. Judges shall be selected and appointed by the Chinese Wushu Association.
